Jacob Brodman, of Sarasota, FL, formerly of New York, NY, died Aug. 16,
2017. Born Grybow, Poland, April 24, 1920. Holocaust survivor of Auschwitz,
Buchenwald and Ohrduf death camps, liberated by U.S. Army, 1945,
welcomed to U.S. as refugee, 1946, worked as upholsterer. 

 

Married survivor, the late Anya (Sygall) Brodman (d. 1996), remarried survivor,
the late Helen (Ackerstein) Brodman (d. 2015). He leaves a daughter, Shawn
Bravin, and her husband, Ben Bravin, of Los Angeles, two grandchildren, four
great-grandchildren.
