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When Mom found out that she was too weak to have the surgery she needed
and in too much pain to get stronger, she turned to us, held our hands and
said, "l am so blessed. | have so many people who love me and | so love my
grandchildren and family."

Namely her husband, Jack Morgan, her two children Gregg Morgan and
Morgan (Lynn) Rivers, their beloved spouses Carol Morgan and Jason Rivers,
her five grandchildren, Jack, Krista, Gregg, Lauren and Tristan, her "adopted
daughter"Jill Rowoldt and her two sisters Margaret Perkins and Katherine
Taylor.
